Course Description

Tests/Quizzes/Projects

You will have a variety of assessments throughout the year such as tests, quizzes, and projects. There will be no retakes for any of these assessments. Thus, students must be prepared for each unit test, seeking help prior to the test if needed. However, you may have opportunities to complete corrections on assessments for partial points back in order to raise your grade. Correction eligibility is dependant on participation and timely homework completion throughout the quarter.
